Results wilbbsed on a quantitative comparison
of pre-test and post-test scores, as well as atgjisg examination of the
perspectives of learners in relation to the use&srof the task materials. In each
class, an explicit presentation of grammar wilpbevided in a teacher-fronted
fashion. This will be followed by either (a) ta#orade grammar-focused
communicative tasks involving contexts for correetieedback to occur, or (b)
traditional production practice activities. Datdlwe collected through tests, uptake
sheets filled out during class, stimulated recd#iiviews with the teachers and their
students, and questionnaires. The findings willesisithe effectiveness and
feasibility of tailor-made communicative tasks witpportunities for corrective
feedback for the learning of grammar. The goahefgtudy is to provide information
about whether and how teachers can integrateitraditgrammar instruction with
theoretically and pedagogically sound communicathaks involving opportunities
for corrective feedback into their classes.
